* Resumes in Blue Beret - Who Pays? With a full and
complete slate of officers and the current Club’s
Budget deficit there’ll be no resumes paid for hg t
Club when the individual has not been interviewed a
selected by the Nominating Committee. There'll be n
special treatment for individuals not interviewey b
the Nominating Committee.

* Nominees nominated by the Nominating Committee
(Who are the Member's representatives) screen and
evaluate the qualifications of each potential cdath
who followed the approved Member's procedures in
the WBCCI Constitution. Individuals who do not
follow these Member procedures have the option of
running from the floor and placing their resumetia
Blue Beret at their own expense. As a Member
courtesy the Blue Beret commercial ad rates,
discounted by 30% will apply. An individual plangin
to run from the floor on June 30 does not insurthéo
Membership they are qualified, intend to fulfilleth
duties of the office they seek, or are capable to
perform the duties of that office. A case in pas&a
previous nominee from the floor who stated that he
“Would NOT have performed the duties if he were
elected, because he was still working and would not
travel for the Club.”

ARTICLE XIIl - NOMINATING COMMITTEE of
theWBCCI CONSTITUTION (Page 7) is copied here
for your convenience and reference.

Committee. The names of candidates submitted for
consideration shall be accompanied by a statemént o
such candidate qualifications and of their williregs to
serve in the office and such statement shall beived

by the Nominating Committee by November 15 in the
year preceding the election year. The Nominating
Committee shall meet at least once thereafter/§8j1

Sec. 3 The Nominating Committee shall prepare a
slate of officers which shall be presented to tblegates

at their annual meeting.

Sec. 4 The names, along with the qualifications, of the
nominees shall be submitted to Headquarters nafr lat
than March 1 of each year for publication in theribhp
issue of the BLUE BERET.

Sec. 5 Additional candidates may be nominated from
the floor provided written consent to serve hasnbee
given.

The Officially Elected Nominating Committee, IAW
Sec. 1 has accomplished the follow items, some of
which have been established as normal custom:

1 — Met at the Mid-Winter IBT Rally, IAW the last
sentence obec. 2

2 - Interviewed each interested candidate who had
submitted their resume by the November 15, 2008
deadline as required byec. 2who were present at the
announced interview time, date, and place

3 - Selected a full and complete slatk officers,
IAW Sec. 3 and presented a Courtesy Report to the
Mid-Winter IBT Meeting at Montgomery, TX.

Members do not want the confusion of who was
interviewed by the Nominating Committee and who was
not, or who was selected and who was not.

For 2009 there may be two (2) groups of individuals
intending to run for an International Office. Those
Nominated Candidaterominated by the International
Nominating Committee and those individuals who
intend to Run from the Flopif nominated by a Delegate
